60 oz. fresh ripe pineapple

60 oz. cucumber (seeded or seedless),
peeled and coarsely chopped

120 oz. fresh mint leaves (4 small
bunches)

90 fresh cilantro leaves (1 large bunch)
4 Tbs. lime-chile salt (Tajin)

6 Tbs. agave nectar

1.5 cup fresh lime juice, or more as
needed

12 oz. serrano pepper, stemmed, seeded
and chopped

Directions:

Combine the pineapple, cucumber, mint,
cilantro (to taste). chile-lime salt, agave
nectar and lime juice in a blender; puree
until smooth

Add the chopped serrano pepper by the
teaspoon, blending and tasting after each
addition to assess the spice level

Once the heat is to your liking, adjust the
salt, lime and sweetness

Puree again briefly, then strain through a
fine-mesh strainer, discarding the solids

Chill until serving (*the yield is about 2 1/2

cups)
